Bethel’s Women of the ELCA take care of the coffee cart at Mather 
Nursing Home and Marquette County Medical Care Facility on 
alternating months.  MCMCF has a worship service. 
 
Four women are needed at Mather with 10 dozen purchased  
bars or cookies.  They will serve on the second Thursday of the 
month, and should be at Mather by 1:30 p.m. to begin serving at 
1:45 p.m.   
 
MCMCF required two/three women on the third Tuesday of the 
month, with enough bars or cookies to serve 50 people.  The 
worship service begins at 2 p.m., so you should be there by 
1:30 p.m. 
 
Members-at-large also participate, and each group serves three 
times each year. Women who cannot serve could help with the 
baking/purchasing of the baked goods. 
 
It is suggested that baked goods should not contain nuts, and 
that some sugarless goodies be provided.
